DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT

ÅConditions for Developer:

ÅETJ must be annexed into Town limits

ÅDeveloper must build public infrastructure within property

ÅDeveloper must also provide off-site easements and right-of-way

ÅFort Worth additional water capacity project

ÅTrinity River Authority regional wastewater collection project



ÅConditions for Town:

ÅCreation of Tax Increment Reinvestment Zone (TIRZ)

Å25-Year period

Å50% rate for property improvements

ÅTIRZ will reimburse developer-built public infrastructure

ÅConsider creation of Planned Development (PD) zoning district

ÅScheduled construction of water/sewer infrastructure

ÅWaivers of certain construction fees

Å50% reimbursement of construction sales tax generated by property

ÅReimbursement of agricultural rollback property tax

(CONT.)



ÅConditions for both Town & Developer:

ÅIf PD denied or TIRZ not created, Town must disannexproperty

ÅTIRZ reimbursement capped at actual cost of public infrastructure

ÅTIRZ will be extended if Town cannot provide scheduled water/sewer 
infrastructure
